A Car Club is an organisation which owns cars and
hires them out by the hour to its members. Last
year in UK over 100,000 people were members of
car clubs, attracted by the convenience of having
easy access to a car without the hassle of actually
owning one. Carplus, a national charity
supporting local car clubs, estimates that if you
drove fewer than 6000 miles last year, joining a
car club could have saved you £3,500
(www.carplus.org.uk).
